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Fun Théâtre Juniors 
Our new iniative for the younger members of FTC is going from 

stength to strength ð in no small part due to the excellent 

contribution of  Tamzin McGregor-French who has devised the 

sessions, in French and English, and suitable for all ages, with 

such skill. These are the thoughts of Lara Norris, a new adult 

member of FTC, who has attended many of the Fun Théâtre 

Junior sessions: 

òOne thing I have learned from coming to this club is that 

young people simply  don't have the same barriers to 

drama  and acting a s I do, and that comes across in 

everything. In both of the first sessions, language barriers, 

so often worried  over by the adults , are irrelevant to the 

children, with three languages being spoken and everyone 

taking part. I have once again found my open mind - to not 

care about the product of what I am doing but instead, to 

enjoy the actions, the process of pretending, playing, and 

acting.   

I f you are the parent of young people who love to perform 

-  give the club a try. It is a great way to learn languages, 

overcome shyness and become more expressive. I f you are 

an adult, it offers the chance to look at the world through 

a new lens - one of openness, silliness, and joy. Why not 

give it a try -  you have nothing to lose but your inhibitions 

and everything to gain ?

Table Manners  
Since the conception of Fun Théâtre producing The Sunshine Boys, a play in English, there has also been the 

clear intention for there to be a production of a play in French, performed by the French members of FTC. 

Graham searched exhaustively for a suitable script, eventually discovering a French translation of Table 

Manners, part of the Norman Conquests written by Alan Ayckbourne. Les Bonnes Manières was quickly 

chosen as the next FTC project, for performance in the autumn of 2022, as part of the run-up to the next 

pantomime in spring 2023.  

The response of FTC members, both French and English speaking, was tremendous and far exceeded 

expectations! It quickly became apparent that there was sufficient interest for both French language and 

English language performances and, following the casting session on 26th April 2022, enthusiasm was such 

that two French speaking casts AND two English speaking casts were selected. 

Graham Follett will be directing the English speaking casts and Ellis Metselaar will be doing the honours with 

the French speaking casts. Although, obviously, Ellis and Graham will be working closely on this project, it 

is hoped that each of the four performances will have an individual flavour as the talents and personalities of 

each cast member comes through. These casts involve FTC members with years of experience and those 

completely new to performing on stage. The òradio broadcastó style of presentation makes this a great first 

step towards a full performance in next yearõs pantomime for those less experienced members, whilst being a 

very valid and enjoyable experience for those with more experience, and for those who come along to support 

the performances. Scripts have been distributed and rehearsals are now getting underway.

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Pantomime 2023 Update 
Many members of FTC attended the very enjoyable pantomime 

workshop on 24th May which included an introductory 

performance by a small band of actors who participated in the 

last pantomime in 2018.  

As you know, Graham is beginning to write the pantomime now. 

It is a long process, and the first daft is well underway. As 

previously, the script will be written around the Fun Théâtre 

members who want to take part. This is an important part of 

what we do, but it does make the process a bit more complicated 

than otherwise. He therefore needs to know exactly how many 

actors to write for, and he needs to know whether their native 

language is French or English. 

Over 40 FTC members have already completed the sign-up sheet, 

and almost 30 of these will have speaking roles. This is a brilliant 

situation especially as this includes members of FTC Juniors, all 

of whom are invited to be part of the 2023 pantomime.
